
Our premiere event space is 
located on our 7th floor, and 
offers floor to ceiling, stunning 
views of Columbus Circle and 
Central Park. The space is 
equipped with audio-visual  
capabilities and private 
bathrooms. The all white interior provides a versatile room 
that can hold over 150 guests for a cocktail reception, 85 
for a seated dinner, or 120 for theater style seating.  

With seating for 143 people, MAD’s Theatre provides 
a unique space for private screenings, press 
conferences, corporate seminars and presentations, 
performances and rehearsals. The following 
presentation options are available: Blu-Ray and DVD 
playback, 35mm projection with Dolby surround 
sound, wired and wireless microphones, various 
laptop and auxiliary inputs, and wireless internet 
access. The theatre lobby is also available for private 
events.
