e Use respectful, appropriate language with everyone. Profanity, bullying, or
inappropriate jokes are not permitted.

e Follow behavioral and classroom guidelines established by the artist educators.
For example, they will let you know when you are allowed to use certain online
features, such as the chat function, and the screen sharing function, to share
your artwork.

e Be on time for each session. Find a quiet, comfortable spot. Take a few minutes
to set up your workspace before you connect.

e Please do not take photos or videos of the class. Posting images and video on
social media is also not permitted.

Please know that repeated failure to comply with the Camper’s Code of Conduct can
lead to dismissal from the program.
